Il. The Context Of Revelation 2:10
e The Author: The apostle John (Rev. 1:4)

e The Date & Historical Background: John was in exile on the island of Patmos, off the coast
of Asia Minor, because of the Word of God and the testimony of Jesus Christ (Rev. 1:9).. The
church itself was undergoing widespread persecution, probably under the Roman emperor
Domitian in the early to mid 90s A.D.

e The Purpose: The Revelation offers encouragement to the Christian Church on earth in its
struggles against Satan and all his allies; the demons, the world and our sinful flesh. It's
message is that, no matter what the battle, we shall triumph over sin, death, the devil, and all
evil because Christ has triumphed over those enemies for us. Itis also, then, a call to remain
faithful to Jesus.

e The Recipients: “The seven churches in the province of Asia.” (Rev. 1:4).

Messages For The Seven Churches: The theme verse for the retreat is included in a
section of Revelation where John is instructed to write messages to each of the seven
churches: Ephesus (2:1-7), Smyrna (2:8-11), Pergamum (2:12-17), Thyatira (2:18-29), Sardis
(3:1-6), Philadelphia (3:7-13), Laodicea (3:14-22). They needed encouragement to remain
faithful in the face of challenges to their faith. We face the same challenges and need the
same encouragement.

15 Likewise you also have
those who hold to the teaching of the Nicolaitans. 16 Repent therefore! Otherwise, | will soon
come to you and will fight against them with the sword of my mouth.

(Sardis- Rev. 3:3) Remember, therefore, what you have received and heard; obey it, and
repent. But if you do not wake up, | will come like a thief, and you will not know at what time |
will come to you.

(Laodicea- Rev. 3:19) Those whom | love | rebuke and discipline. So be earnest, and repent.
